The Conflict between St. Serapion of Novgorod
and St. Joseph of Volokolamsk in the Context of Relations between Church and
State in Early 16th Century.
The article is devoted to the problem of relationship between the Church and the state
in the 16th century on the example of the conflict between St. Joseph of Volokolamsk
and St. Serapion, the archbishop of Novgorod. Special attention is paid to the issue of
the conflicting parties’ motivation, considered in the context of the history of studying
the conflict.

Dmitry A. Karpuk. Periodicals of Saint Petersburg Theological Academy
(1821–1917): Devoted to the 190th Anniversary of the “Christian Reading” Jour-
nal (Ending)
From 1875 to 1915 St. Petersburg Theological Academy issued church and society
journal “The Church Herald”, in the pages of which the professors of higher theo-
logical institution answered the questions which troubled not only church, but also
secular society. In 1916–1917 a journal “Church and Society” and weekly magazine
“The All-Russian Church and Society Herald” edited by the Academy professors were
published for a short time. The present article is devoted to the revelation of the main
milestones in the dramatic history of these periodicals, in the pages of which ex-
tremely sharp and mixed, disputable and topical issues were discussed.

Ivan V. Ambartsumov. The Armenian Catholic Issue in the Russian Empire in
Early 20th Century
The article considers the legal and canonical status of the Armenian Catholic com-
munity in the Russian Empire and demonstrates the specifics of the relations of Ar-
menian Catholic congregation and clergy with Russian state authorities and Roman
Catholic hierarchy. The author dwells at length on the changes in the status of Rus-
sian Armenian Catholics which occurred after the establishment of the Apostolic
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Administration according to the Agreement of April 14, 1903 between the Russian
Throne and the Roman Curia.

Mikhail V. Shkarovsky. The Formation of the Russian Orthodox Church Abroad
and the Religious Life of Russian Emigrants in Yugoslavia
The present article considers the historical perspective of the formation of the Rus-
sian Orthodox Church Abroad after the revolutionary events in Russia in 1917. In
addition, the description of cultural and religious life of Russian emigrants in the
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (Yugoslavia) is presented. It is this coun-
try, which became a place of the creation of the Russian Orthodox Church Abroad,
the governing bodies of which — the Synod of Bishops and Synodal Office — were
situated in Yugoslavia until 1944. The flourishing of Russian Church emigration in
the country took place during the interwar period, which the present article is de-
voted to. In Yugoslavia of the time dozens of Russian communities were created,
five churches and chapels were built, Russian fraternities, Church publishing houses,
and even the Ecclesiastical Mission were active. Emigrants from Russia made a vital
contribution to the spiritual education, monastic life, Church art and culture of the
Serbian Orthodox Church. The author pays attention to such issues as consolidation
and subsequent disorder in Church government abroad, the policy of hierarchs, re-
lations with the Moscow Patriarchate during the period of canonical contradictions,
etc.

Mikhail V. Shkarovsky is a Doctor of History, Full Professor at St. Petersburg Or-
thodox Theological Academy, Senior Researcher at the St. Petersburg State Archive.

лаемых отдельно от текста статьи иллюстраций.

Статьи, не имеющие указанной структуры, автоматически отправляются обратно
авторам на доработку.

Файлы текста статьи и иллюстраций отправляются по электронной почте на ад-
рес editor@pro-spbda.ru. После получения материалов из редакции отсылается подтвер-
ждение.

Рассмотрение материалов занимает 2–4 недели, после чего автору отправляется
решение редакционной коллегии.
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
